"Brides are

shocked when they hear that I pride myself on being extremely

budget conscious. I ask the brides up front what they want and

what their budget is and do everything I can to stay within. I never

charge for delivery service and work with the existing ceremony

flowers by incorporating them into the reception to help cut costs.

I was a bride once and remember feeling so wasteful once the

wedding was over. I want my brides to have the BEST day ever

and not stress over their budgets. I try to do my part to help them

out as much as possible." What challenges has your company

overcome? "Answering my emails! The most difficult task of

being a small business owner is juggling the business aspect,

design aspect and Mommy aspects in life!

When I'm at the shop during the day, I'm

designing away... When I'm at a wedding,

I'm setting up all day... When I get home,

I'm spending time with my family... So

answering my emails normally happens

after ten at night when my kids are finally

in bed. I'm working on a system to be more

on top of my correspondence. Mark that as

my game plan for 2008, too!"
